On behalf of Garboldisham Cricket Club I would like to welcome your child to the club. The club provides opportunities for young people between the ages of 5 and 17 to receive coaching and to participate in competitive cricket. This season these are the leagues which the youth teams will be competing in:

· U11s, U13s, U15s – Norfolk Alliance League

· U9s, U11s, U13s, U15s, U17s – South Norfolk Community League

· U13 Girls – Lady Taverners Tournament 
All coaching is run by qualified coaches who have current DBS checks. We welcome parents to all training and matches and value your support; we are keen to involve all parents in the club. Please note that if your child is not registered they will not be able to take part in training sessions or competitive games throughout the season. 

Training sessions take place on Friday evenings from 6-8pm starting on Friday 21st April to the last Friday in August. Please arrive at the ground from 5.30pm onwards to register and to ensure a prompt start to the session. Arrangements should be made for your child(ren) to travel to and from training sessions and matches. We appreciate it if children can arrive and are collected promptly. If you are going to be late picking up your child, please contact Debbie Raven on 07765694207.
Club training kit consists of suitable sportswear and footwear. The cost of each training session is £4.00. For second/third children in a family, sessions cost £3. The club has a small junior membership fee of £10 for your first child, which also includes parent’s social membership of the club, and £7.50 for any additional child who wishes to join. There is also a match fee of £2 per game which contributes towards the maintenance of the pitches. Unless the membership fee is paid, your child will not be covered by insurance or be eligible for competitive matches. 

We would be grateful if you could complete the attached junior club membership form and return it along with the £10.00 and/or £7.50 fee. Cheques should be made payable to ‘Garboldisham Cricket Club’. For the safety of your child it is important that the club is informed of any medical condition or allergies that may be relevant should you child fall ill or be involved in an accident while at the club.

This year as an addition to the final session, we will be holding a junior presentation evening at the final Friday training. On Friday 25th August, training will finish at 7pm and the presentation will begin. The cost of this session will be £4 which will include training and food for the evening. Hopefully, many of you will be able to make it and it will serve as a fitting way to end and celebrate the season.

*The ECB guidelines introduced last year regarding helmets are still applicable. Information regarding these changes are available on the club notice board, website or at www.ecb.co.uk/helmets .
